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     During the 38th Annual Convention and Community 
Health Institute (CHI) in Dallas, TX, HRSA Administrator 
Elizabeth M. Duke announced $61 million in new health 
center grants to help half a million Americans obtain access 
to the comprehensive primary and preventive health care 
services that health centers provide. This funding 
announcement moves HRSA closer to fulfilling the goals of 
President Bush's Health Center Initiative.  
Grant announcements include: 

�� Seventy-four grants, worth $36.5 million, will 
create new health centers under President Bush's 
High Poverty County Initiative. This initiative, 
seeks to bring the benefits of health centers to low-
income counties that currently have no access to 
health center care.  

 

�� Twenty-five grants, worth almost $2 million, will 
be used to create plans to develop health centers in 
high poverty counties.  

 

�� Grants totaling $20 million will establish 41 new 
health center sites in 25 states. These New Access 
Point grants will help an estimated 220,000 
Americans gain access to health center services. 

 

�� Grants worth over $1 million will expand medical 
capacity at four existing health centers in Arizona 
Indiana, and South Carolina. 

      

      

      

     As grant hopefuls awaited the news of awards, the PA 
Forum quickly learned that Pennsylvania received the 
following grants: 
 

High Poverty County New Access Point Grant Award: 
Primary Health Network  received $250,000 to open a 
New Access Point satellite in Blair County, a designated 
high poverty area.  The new site, Altoona Community 
Health Center, will house six exam rooms, two full-time 
primary care physicians, one full-time mid-level, outreach 
workers and support staff.

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 Governor Edward G. Rendell signed the first pieces 
of the Prescription for PA health care reform plan into law 
on July 20, 2007 at the University of Pennsylvania School 
of Nursing.  The scope of practice bills remove barriers and 
allow health care professionals to practice to the greatest 
extent allowed by their education and training.  The new 
legislation extends and expands the scope of practice of 
certified registered nurse practitioners, clinical nurse 
specialists, midwives, physician assistants and dental 
hygienists.

HB 1251 and HB 1252 – Physician’s Assistants 
This legislation expanded the number of physician’s 
assistants with whom a physician might establish a 
collaborative agreement from two to four.  
 
HB 1253 – Certified Registered Nurse Practitioners 
(CRNP) – A CRNP may function within the scope of 
practice of the particular clinical specialty area in which the 
nurse is certified and perform acts of medical diagnosis in 
collaboration with a physician. 
  
A certified registered nurse practitioner may now 
perform the following duties: 
 

· Order home hospice care. 
· Order durable medical equipment.  
· Issue oral orders to the extent permitted by the 

health care facilities’ by-laws, rules, regulations or 
administrative policies and guidelines.  

· Make physical therapy and dietician referrals.  
· Order respiratory or occupational therapy.  
· Make respiratory and occupational therapy 

referrals.  

· Perform Disability assessments for the program 
providing temporary assistance to needy families.  

· Issue home bound schooling certifications.  
· Perform and sign the initial assessment of 

methadone treatment evaluations, provided that any 
order for methadone treatment shall be made only 
by a physician.  

 
HB 1254 – Clinical Nurse Specialists 
The legislation defines the role of a clinical nurse specialist 
including educational standards and training requirements 
for various fields.  
 
HB 1255 – Nurse Midwives 
Pennsylvania was the only state in the Nation which did not 
allow nurse midwives any prescriptive power.  This 
legislation allows nurse midwives with proper 
pharmacological training to write prescriptions within a 
collaborative agreement with a physician. 
  
SB 455 – Dental Hygienists 
The legislation allows dental hygienists to perform specific 
functions without the direct supervision of a dentist giving 
them greater ability to provide basic dental hygiene services 
in a variety of settings.  These “public health dental hygiene 
practitioners” will be permitted to provide services in 
schools, correctional facilities, FQHCs, nursing homes and 
other public health settings.  They will be able to contract 
on their own to provide services and can be paid directly by 
Medicaid.  “We see this as a major step forward.  It will be 
a great advantage to us,” said Jeannine Peterson, CEO of 
Hamilton Health Center.  “There have been times when the 
dentist wasn’t in the house and the hygienist couldn’t 
work.” 
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����� The PA Department of Health issued a request for 
applications from nonprofit community-based 
organizations, FQHCs, Nurse Managed Centers, and 
community health improvement partnerships in eligible 
rural counties to increase access to primary care services; 
encourage community-based development of coordinated 
systems of primary medical care in federally designated 
underserved areas; and support local health improvement 
priorities. “The Department is interested in funding the 
development and implementation of new satellites of 
Federally Qualified Health Centers (FQHCs) or Nurse 
Managed Centers and/or mobile wellness clinics in rural 
underserved counties.”  Applications were due August 15, 
2007.  This funding is part of the Governor’s RX for PA 
strategy.�

HRSA Awards $31.4 Million to Expand Use of HIT at Health 
Centers – continued from page 1. 
 

     Duke also announced $31.4 million in grants to help 
health centers prepare to adopt and implement Electronic 
Health Records (EHR) and other health information 
technology (HIT) innovations. “These funds are vital for 
reaching the President’s goal of adoption of electronic 
health records for most Americans by 2014,” said Duke. 

“Health information technology has the potential to 
revolutionize health care, especially for residents of 

underserved communities, and its expansion                               
is a priority for HRSA.”�

     $27 million will go towards supporting the 
implementation of EHRs at health centers and in networks 
that link multiple health center grantees; $1 million to help 
health centers with planning activities that will prepare them 
to adopt EHR or other HIT innovations; and $3 million to 
help health center networks implement HIT other than 
electronic health records. Other HIT advances may include 
electronic prescribing, physician order entry, personal 
health records, community health records, health 
information exchanges, smart cards, or creating 
interoperability with outside partners. Pennsylvania grantees 
included: 
Health Information Technology Planning Grant Award: 
Barnes Kasson, Susquehanna County was awarded $77,000. 
 

Health Information Technology Innovation Initiative: 
The Health Federation of Philadelphia was awarded 
$100,000.  
 

     Duke's speech also included news out of the White 
House Office of Management and Budget: a 2007 
assessment shows the performance rating of health centers 
is now at 90 percent, up five points from five years ago.  In 
FY 2007, $2 billion was appropriated to support the Health

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More and more health centers and 
hospitals are feeling the “crunch” 
when it comes to providing ob/gyn 
services to the uninsured and 
women covered by Medicaid. In 
some instances, women who have 
no access to care due to lack of 
health insurance, provider refusal 
to accept Medicaid or unacceptable 

wait times for appointments, are foregoing prenatal care, 
thereby increasing the risk of pregnancy complications.  
However, good news is on the horizon. Sadler Health 
Center, in collaboration with Carlisle Regional Medical 
Center and several other organizations have made progress 
toward a solution. Carlisle Regional will contribute to the 
plan by stationing an obstetrician/gynecologist and a nurse 
midwife at Sadler.

     Additional plans call for Sadler to add three new 
examination rooms for pregnant women. Funding issues 
must be finalized, and Sadler and Carlisle Regional must 
agree on a contract covering issues such as payment for 
prenatal care and delivery services.  Services could be 
available as early as next year.   
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     Kudos to SouthEast Lancaster Health Services-  
recipients of a $225,000 grant from the Highmark 
Foundation. The grant will fund an expansion of the 
Emergency Walk-In Dental Clinic where approximately 
2,000 patients are seen each year.  
 
�

     There is a tremendous demand for emergency dental 
services. According to Jim Kelly, Executive Director of 
SELHS, “Patients begin lining up outside our facility as 
early as 5:00 a.m. just to ensure that they will receive care 
that day.”  Kelly believes that this is the only such 
emergency walk-in clinic within a 50-mile radius of 
Lancaster.  “The percentage of uninsured patients in the 
emergency clinic is significantly higher than the overall 
uninsured percentage in our total dental department,” said 
Kelly. Through the grant, additional dental staff will be 
hired to provide palliative treatment, surgical services, tooth 
extractions, prescriptions, X-rays and more.

     In a recent article from the Associated Press, the United 
States ranks lower than 41 other nations in terms of life 
span.  You ask, “How can that be”?  We are one of the 
richest countries in the world, and we are actually the 
country that spends the most on health care.  Why are we 
not on top? 
 
     A baby born in the US has a life expectancy of about 
77.9 years.  That life expectancy ranks 42nd, down from 
11th two decades earlier, according to international numbers 
provided by the Census Bureau and domestic numbers from 
the National Center for Health Statistics.  Forty countries, 
including Cuba, Taiwan and most of Europe have lower 
infant mortality rates than the U.S.  The US has a higher 
percentage of infant mortality in the first year of life 
compared to other industrialized nations.  The average life 
expectancy for Black Americans is 73 years with the Black 
American male average lifespan being only 69 years. 
      

Research has found several factors that may contribute 
to this phenomenon: high uninsured rates (47 million 

as per US Census report); rising obesity rates; and 
racial disparities.   �

  

     Christopher Murray, head of the Institute for Health 
Metrics and Evaluation at the University of Washington, 
said, "Something's wrong here when one of the richest 
countries in the world, the one that spends the most on 
health care, is not able to keep up with other countries." 
According to Murray, improving access to health insurance 
could increase life expectancy, but he predicted that the 
U.S. ranking would not improve as long as the health care 
debate is limited to insurance. Murray said policymakers 
must direct their efforts to reducing cancer, heart disease 
and lung disease. Murray supports additional efforts to 
reduce tobacco use, control blood pressure, reduce 
cholesterol and regulate blood sugar. 
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     The results are in from the Department of Health's 2006 
Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System Survey.  The 
findings indicate that a person's level of education, income 
and the cost of medical treatment play a role in how people 
gain access to health care.  The telephone survey queried 
more than 16,000 Pennsylvanians, ages 18 and older about 
their health care, physical activity and nutrition, asthma, 
smoking, health screenings and other factors. 

“The survey can tell us a lot about trends in the health 
of our citizens,” said Health Secretary Dr. Calvin B. 
Johnson. “For instance, we can evaluate who is not 
receiving recommended health screenings or needed 
care due to their lack of insurance or their inability            

to afford it. This type of information supports the need   
for health care reform, including Governor Rendell's 

'Cover All Pennsylvanians' initiative to make   
affordable basic health insurance available to   

everyone in the state.” 
 

 

Significant findings of the 2006 survey include: 
 

· 30 percent of adults (ages 18-64) making less than 
$15,000 annually and 25 percent of adults (ages 18-
64) with less than a high school education had no 
health insurance, compared to only 3 percent of 
adults making more than $75,000 annually and only 
6 percent of adults (ages 18-64) with a college 
degree; 

· More than 20 percent of black and Hispanic adults 
in Pennsylvania lacked health insurance, compared 
to only 11 percent of white adults; 

· 22 percent of Hispanic and 19 percent of black 
adults in Pennsylvania were unable to see a doctor 
in the past 12 months when they needed to because 
of cost, compared to only 9 percent of white adults; 

· 15 percent of men reported not having a personal 
health care provider, compared to only 7 percent of 
women; and 

· 70 percent of men and 54 percent of women were 
overweight, but only 55 percent of overweight men 
were trying to lose weight, compared to 75 percent 
of overweight women. 

 

     The annual survey has been conducted in PA since 1989. 
It is funded in every state by the CDC.  The survey provides 
information about the health and personal health choices of 
Pennsylvania adults and contributes to important policy, 
fiscal and programmatic decisions. The department uses the 
data to target resources and programs to the populations 
most in need of assistance and to track progress and 
program effectiveness. The full 2006 PA Behavioral Risk 
Factor Surveillance System survey report is available at 
http://www.health.state.pa.us/stats.
